SECTION 2. ORS 147.450 is amended to read:

147.450. As used in ORS 147.450 to 147.471:

(1) “Domestic violence” has the meaning given that term in ORS 135.230 and includes teen

dating violence.[; and]

(2) “Sexual assault” means any unwanted sexual contact as defined in ORS 163.305.

(3) “Teen dating violence” means:

(a) A pattern of behavior in which a person uses or threatens to use physical, mental or

emotional abuse to control another person who is in a dating relationship with the person,

where one or both persons are 13 to 19 years of age; or

(b) Behavior by which a person uses or threatens to use sexual violence against another

person who is in a dating relationship with the person, where one or both persons are 13 to

19 years of age.

SECTION 3. ORS 147.453 is amended to read:

147.453. There is established in the State Treasury, separate and distinct from the General Fund,

the Oregon Domestic and Sexual Violence Services Fund. All moneys in the fund are continuously

appropriated to the Department of Justice and shall be used by the department to carry out a pro-

gram of domestic and sexual violence services that:

(1) Provides safety for and assists victims of domestic violence and sexual assault, promotes ef-

fective intervention and reduces the incidence of domestic violence and sexual assault;

(2) Advocates for victims and for domestic violence and sexual assault services; [and]

(3) Promotes and facilitates interagency and interdepartmental cooperation among state agen-

cies, including the Department of Human Services, and among different levels of government in this

state in the delivery and funding of services[.]; and

(4) Encourages and supports services, programs and curricula to educate and inform

students in grades 7 through 12 about teen dating violence, to provide assistance to victims

of teen dating violence and to prevent and reduce the incidence of teen dating violence.

the survey conducted under this section with the Director of Human Services.

(3) As used in this section, “teen dating violence” has the meaning given that term in

ORS 409.290.
