SUMMARY

Requires school district to provide instruction in cardiopulmonary resuscitation and uses of au-
tomated external defibrillators.

Declares emergency, effective July 1, 2015.

A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to safety instruction provided to students; and declaring an emergency.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. (1) As an integral part of the health education curriculum for students in

grades 7 through 12, each school district must provide instruction in:

(a) Cardiopulmonary resuscitation; and

(b) The uses of automated external defibrillators.

(2) Instruction provided as required by subsection (1) of this section must:
