


During the next learning time block of the day we further explore and expand upon our
theme. Theme-based activities may be presented in various grouping configurations.
Examples of grouping may include: check-in groups, large and small groups,
indoor/outdoor activity groups, rotation through learning stations in all three class rooms.
During these times we encourage older students to support the younger students.

We take scheduled restroom breaks and some outdoor recesses. We incorporate food and
snacks into our lessons and recess when possible.
