


KNOWLEDGE AND ABILITIES

1. CADC I - Associate Proficiency Level
● The CADC I does not require an Associate's Degree.
● 150 Alcohol & Drug Education Hours are required.
● 1,000 Supervised Experience Hours in the Addiction Counselor Competencies
● NCAC I National Certification Exam

2. CADC II - Baccalaureate Proficiency Level
● A Minimum of a B.A./B.S. Degree (or equivalency)
● 300 Alcohol & Drug Specialty Education Hours.
● 4,000 Supervised Experience Hours in the Addiction Counselor Competencies
● NCAC II National Certification Exam
● Written Jurisprudence Ethics Exam

3. CADC III - Graduate Proficiency Level
● A Minimum of a Masters Degree 
● 300 Alcohol & Drug Education Hours.
● 6,000 Supervised Experience Hours in the Addiction Counselor Competencies
● MAC (Master’s Addiction Counselor) National Certification Exam
● Written Jurisprudence Ethics Exam

Special Requirements:

Some positions in this classification may require the use of a personal automobile and possession of a
valid Class C Oregon driver’s license.

WORKING CONDITIONS

The conditions herein are representative of those that must be met by an employee to successfully perform the
essential functions of this job. Persons with certain disabilities may be capable of performing the essential duties of
this class with or without reasonable accommodation, depending on the nature of the disability.

Work Environment: Work is performed primarily in a school with extensive student, parent and public
contact and frequent interruptions.

Physical Demands: Primary functions require sufficient physical ability and mobility to work in an office
setting; dexterity of hands and fingers to operate a computer keyboard and other office equipment; sitting
or standing for extended periods of time; kneeling, bending at the waist, reaching overhead, above the
shoulders and horizontally to retrieve and store files and supplies; lifting, pushing, pulling and carrying
office equipment, supplies and materials weighing up to 25 pounds; repetitive hand movement and fine
coordination to use a computer keyboard; hearing and speaking to exchange information in person or on
the telephone; seeing to read, prepare and assure the accuracy of documents.
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
